BOOK REVIEW SEGMENTS “instructions”

HOMEWORK HOTLINE airs weeknights Monday through Thursday at 5:30-6 p.m.  The book review segments air on the Thursday program of HOMEWORK HOTLINE.   HOMEWORK HOTLINE is also broadcast LIVE on satellite or taped delay and carried by all PBS television stations in New York.   

WXXI will come to your school and set up in your Library.  – Set up takes about 15-20 minutes.  It should be a time when the library is not conducting classes – unless there is a place we can do the book reports that is far enough away from the class.  (It really has to be QUIET) – Students participating in the book reviews do better when they don’t have an audience.  

We will need you to choose 5 to 7 students grades 4 and up (3rd graders are okay if you have students that you think are exceptional and not “shy” to the camera.)

Students should have 1-2 minute prepared book reports –

They CAN read from their notes

Visual aids prepared by the student are welcome:

· Students can dress up as the character of their book to present their reviews

· In the past, students have brought in drawings or other art projects that are related to their book

· WE ARE FLEXIBLE – CREATIVE IS GOOD!

Please be sure the student brings the book they are reviewing to the taping – we will need it to take pictures of the book.  

Total taping will be a couple of hours – it depends on how smoothly the students do their reviews.  Some students might have to do the review twice – depending on their comfort level on camera.  We want this experience to be a positive one and have the student present their reviews so that they feel comfortable with their performance.

Before the taping teachers and students are encouraged to tune into a Thursday night segment of the book reviews to get an idea of what is expected of the student.
